The Judges decision is final,

No rider will be permitted to ride if over 8st, Sulky drivers no limit,

No rider or jockey shall be allowed to carry or use whips, spurs or any
other means of inducement to increase the speed of the donkey,

A1l riders must wear a hard hat (provided),

In the event of a rider falling off during a race, he or she may remount,
without disqualification, at the place of the fall,

All riders must report to the Jockey Steward ten minutes before the
start of the race,

The numbered colours are to be put on when instructed by ihe Steward
and not before,

Any objections must be lodged with the Judges immediately after the
finish of a2 race and in any case within one minute,

Prizes will be awarded to the winning owner of each race,

Rosettes will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Jockey in each flat
race and to each winning rider in the Sulky races,

Prizes and rosettes will be presented by the Judge at the finish of
each race,

All jockeys and riders participate at their own risk and the Committee
accepts no responsibility whatsoever for any loss, injury or damage,
